NEW BEGINNINGS TIME… CALENDARS, CALENDARS, CALENDARS:  Returning to school, college and work after summer 

vacation marks new beginnings time.  Students in elementary, high school, college and their parents are now entering into a new academic 

year.  Our parish, like our life, is governed by many calendars… the liturgical calendar, the academic calendar, the regular weekly and 

monthly calendar, and the more personal calendar marking personal and family events like births, anniversaries and deaths, etc.  Our parish 

activities calendar generally follows our liturgical seasons and academic calendar.  This indeed is a time of new beginnings with our school 
back in full session.   

 To mark this new beginnings time in our school and parish, our parish staff and school faculty will be having a special retreat day 

together on Friday, September 16th. Please pray that we will be receptive and open to the ways in which the Lord wants to act in us and 

through as He desires to continue His mission and ministry among us.

Our parish emphasis on servant leadership and following Jesus as our 

servant leader, who “came not to be served, but to serve, and to lay down his life as a ransom for the many” will continue to be highlighted 

in all aspects of our parish and school activities.

THE SEVEN SORROWS OF MARY STATIONS… SEPTEMBER 9TH TO SEPTEMBER 15TH:  At 7:15pm-8:15pm each evening 

from September 9th and concluding on the Feast Day of Our Mother of Sorrows on September 15th, a devotional prayer ritual around each 

of Mary’s stations of sorrow will be celebrated in the Church.  Each evening will focus on a particular sorrow of Mary.  It will be followed 

by silent prayer in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed on the main altar and conclude with Benediction each evening.  A 

station prayer particular to each day will be included in the each of the daily and weekend Masses during the seven days.   

 PARISHIONERS PETITIONS:  Parishioners who wish to have particular personal intentions included in the prayers during the 

seven stations devotions are asked to note their petitions on the special form in front of the image of Our Mother of Sorrows in the Church 
during these weeks.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION/FORMATION… A LIFE-LONG PROCESS:  When we hear the phrase Religious Education we very often 

tend to think of children.  Yes, Religious Formation and Religious Education are very foundational during the developmental years in a 

child’s life.  Within our parish, there is a very intentional emphasis on Religious Education/Formation for children from preschool through 

8th grade in our school and in our Religious Education program for children in public and charter schools.  Our biggest dollar investment in 

our parish budget underwrites this major aspect of our parish mission.  Because of this investment it may seem that religious education 

concludes with the 8th grade year.   

 Religious Education/Formation that is Scripture based, and in accordance with the teaching of the Church, is a life-long 
process. When we are sent forth at the end of each Mass, we are sent forth hopefully enlightened by the proclaimed Word and empowered 

by the gift of the Living Bread to be fully energized in the ministry of everyday life.  The Spirit given to us in our Baptism and Confirmation 

and renewed through our worship together in the Mass, is always prompting us to be receptive and open to its inner workings.  Jesus told His 

disciples, before His ascension into heaven, that the Father would send the Spirit, the Advocate “who will teach you all things.”   

 To continue to be actively engaged in our faith, presupposes an active engagement with the Spirit.  Through prayer and devotion to the 

Spirit, we are enlightened and guided in our learning and our growing through the events and the experiences of everyday life.  Our parish, 

through its total Religious Education/Formation processes for children, youth and adults, is constantly striving to fulfill its primary 

mission as teacher and guide for all our parishioners.

SEPT. 1 DESIGNATED AS WORLD DAY OF PRAYER FOR THE CARE OF CREATION — HOUR OF PRAYER AT 7:00PM 

Thursday, September 1st has been designated again as World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation by Pope Francis.  The day of prayer, 

Pope Francis said, “will give individuals and communities an opportunity to implore God’s help in protecting creation and an opportunity 
to ask God’s forgiveness” for sins committed against the world in which we live.”  The Pope instituted the day for Catholics because he 

shares the concern of ecumenical patriarch Bartholomew of Constantinople, who initiated a similar prayer day for the Orthodox Church in 

1989.  Quoting from his encyclical Laudato Sí the Pope said, “Living our vocation to be protectors of God’s handiwork is essential to a life 

of virtue; is not an optional or secondary aspect of our Christian experience.” The ecological crisis, he said, is a summons “to a profound 

spiritual conversion” and to a way of life that clearly shows we are the leaders on care for our common home.

Scripture Reflection 
August 21, 2016 – 21st Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 

Luke 13:22-30 
 

 Sunday’s Gospel opens with a reminder that Jesus is 

on his way to Jerusalem.  In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus crosses a 

threshold in his ministry when he sets his face to go to 

Jerusalem.  Jesus, who urges us to enter through the narrow 

door, is on his way to His Father through the narrow door 

of his own suffering and death. 

 In the last several Sunday Gospels, Jesus calls us to 

join his mission.  In Luke’s narrative Jesus presses us to 

invest in the poor rather than in bigger granaries, to store up 

unfailing treasure with God.  Jesus’ narrow door is a 

demanding ethic.  His way calls us to alleviate our fears by 

giving alms, to handle conflict by turning the other cheek, 

to carry people’s burdens an extra mile, to love even our 

enemies.  It calls us to forgive other’s debts and invest 

ourselves and our wealth in providing a leg up for those our 

economy leaves behind and who have no hope of repaying 

us. 

 Sometimes people make doors too narrow.  Jesus 

accuses the Pharisees of requiring such a strict keeping of 

the law that many people cannot do it.  Probably many of 

the poor in Jesus’ time found keeping all the dietary laws 

impossible.  Tax collectors did work that placed them 

outside the law. 

 Luke places Jesus’ saying about the narrow door in the 

context of Jesus’ journey to Jerusalem and his clear 

commitment to his unfolding mission.  The narrow door is 

not an isolate saying but an image of Jesus’ way. 

 Each of us lives in a now … when the door to 

commitment is open.  The last may be first.  Those who 

think they are first in line because of connections or 

birthright may be last.  The better question is not, “Will 

only a few be saved?” but “Will I step through the narrow 

door while it is open?’
