From the Pastor

PARISH LITURGY CONVOCATION JANUARY 13™, 8:30AM: All our parish liturgical ministers (Eucharistic ministers,
lectors, hospitality ministers, liturgical media ministers and sanctuary maintenance, choir members, cantors, altar servers, etc.)
are invited to participate in the 8:30am Mass next Saturday morning and in the convocation gathering immediately afterwards.
A major presentation will be shared with the convocation participants around the Mass as the source and summit of the Christian
life. The presentation will cover four points: 1) What gives the Mass its meaning? its magnetic drawing power? This will
involve a thumbnail sketch of the theology of the Mass. 2) How has the ritual of the Mass evolved over the centuries since the
Supper Room and Calvary? 3) How come we call the central action of our Catholic worship...‘the Mass’? 4.) How do we
participate fully and actively in the celebration of the Mass? This will involve a brief walk-through and how all liturgical
ministers play an essential role in its celebration.

JOAN MARTIN AND OUR PARISH HAITI PROJECT SECOND COLLECTION THIS WEEKEND: Joan is visiting
her sponsoring parish during these next two weeks. During the Masses this weekend, she gave a brief update on her ministry in
Haiti and her oversight of our parish twinning project there. The scheduled second collection in support of Joan, our Haiti
minister, and our Haiti project was received at all Masses. Parishioners who may have missed the opportunity and who want to
make a contribution, may use the special pew envelope or their OneParish app to do so.

EPIPHANY AND LIVING AS MISSIONARY DISCIPLES: The Epiphany event is very much about God’s manifestation of
Himself through the Child Jesus to the gift-bearing astrologer, and their journey back to their own country away from the ways
of Herod as missionary disciples of the Christmas manifestation of Jesus.

Through the gift of our own baptism and our living faith, we are called likewise to be missionary disciples, manifesting the
presence of God in our lives on a daily basis. As our parish enters in this New Year, especially into its sixtieth anniversary
beginning on May 10", our call to live as missionary disciples will continue to be an intentional focus. We grow as missionary
disciples when we acknowledge God’s ongoing manifestation/epiphany through an ongoing encounter with Jesus Christ,
through Word, community, Sacrament and loving service. What is in italics, of course, is the core of our Parish Mission
Statement. The lead-in phrase of the mission statement is a clear call to living as missionary disciples...As missionary disciples
filled with the joy of the Gospel, our parish proclaims an ongoing encounter with Jesus Christ through Word, community,
Sacrament and loving service. A reflection question: How do I encounter Jesus Christ through the Scriptures, through the faith
community of the parish and through the Sacraments, and especially through acts of loving service??

EPIPHANY - ONGOING REVELATION OF THE HOLY: When God was revealed in the infant child in Bethlehem to the
three kings, it was the beginning of an ongoing revelation of the Holy One among us. Our belief is that when we love one
another as Jesus has loved us, we encounter the Lord in each other. The Mass as source and summit is an ongoing Epiphany -
manifestation of the Divine Presence among us. In the Mass, God manifests Himself to us through His presence in the table of
the Word and in the table of the Living Bread - the Eucharist. Parishioners are invited and encouraged to come occasionally to a
daily Mass this year. Those who come regularly to daily Mass, come with a deep faith knowledge that God continues to reveal
his Divine Presence through the table of the Word and the table of the Living Bread. The Mass is an ongoing Epiphany - the
source and summit of our spirituality and the Christian faith.

Scripture Reflection

January 7, 2018
Epiphany of the Lords
Matthew 2:1-12

The magi do not end their journey at Israel’s temple or
Herod’s royal court, but in a family circle. They find the
Child with his parents. They pay Him a king’s homage and
offer Him royal gifts in the house where His family is
living. Their journey begins in a study of the stars and ends
in reverence where a mother is nurturing her child.

Many Epiphany customs celebrate the family circle as
a holy place where seekers continue to find God’s love
manifest. Spanish-speaking children receive their presents
on Three Kings’ Day. French-speaking people bake a Cake
of the Kings. The person who finds the slice with a pea or
bean baked into it becomes king for the day. Italians drum
in Twelfth Night with bagpipes and noisemakers. The
tradition of blessing homes on Epiphany recognizes the
family as the domestic Church, the Christian community in
small, the bonds in which most Christians first find faith in
Jesus.
