AN EVENING OF “MUSIC, LAUGHTER AND BRIGHT RED WINE”: This quote from G.K. Chesterton aptly
describes our annual Epiphany/Baptism dinner gathering and dance last Saturday evening. Here is the fuller quote...
“Wherever the Catholic sun doth shine, there’s music and laughter and bright red wine.” This gathering on Epiphany week
celebrates the diversity of gifts offered in service to the Bethlehem King throughout the year by parishioners active in
continuing the Epiphany (manifestation) of God in the 60-70 ministries flourishing in our parish. There was a wonderful
cross section making up the Epiphany person gathering. The Epiphany Feast each year celebrates the gift-giving of the
magi to the new born King. The Feast celebrates the diversity of cultures coming to acknowledge and recognize the
showing forth of God among us in the Word made Flesh. The diversity of culture and the multiplicity of the different forms
of service in our parish were all joyfully represented and present at this year’s parish Epiphany event. A core feature of the
annual event was a big “thank you” from our parish staff and school faculty for all who embrace the mystery of the
Epiphany through the active ministries in our parish. It is also an occasion to acknowledge and recognize our parishioners
who have completed significant leadership terms of service, as well special recognitions for parishioners who have offered
exceptional service in any given area. Our special thanks again to our generous sponsors: Watson Refrigeration, Tucson
Catholic Cemeteries (Holy Hope & Our Lady of the Desert), Bring’s Broadway Chapel, and the OMOS Parish Endowment.
We are so very grateful.

PICK UP THE PIECES LEFTOVER: This was the command Jesus gave to the disciples after the multiplication of the
loaves and fishes. When they picked up the leftover pieces, they filled up twelve baskets and they were amazed. Our
annual Epiphany dinner event is a gathering together of the diverse pieces of ministry flourishing in our parish. There was a
sense of amazement among the participants at the annual event that so many people are actively involved in the many
ministries in the parish. Being involved in ministry is not a lone ranger operation or exercise. Whatever ministry or
ministries a person is involved in, they must always be linked to the community of faith where Jesus is present among us. It
is Jesus who really ministers to us and through us. Beyond being active in parish ministry, we need to remember to link our
ministry of everyday life back into the community of faith where Jesus continues to bless us and act in us and through us.
When we seem to be lonely and isolated at times in our everyday activity, we need to make regular acts of trust and faith in
the Lord. With and in His companionship, we are never, never alone. Saying this mantra prayer “...Come, Lord Jesus,
come” regularly places us in His companionship at all times.

Scripture Reflection
January 14, 2018 - 2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

John 1:35-42

Andrew and an unnamed disciple go and see
firsthand where Jesus lives and they stay with Him for
a couple of hours late one afternoon. They leave
transformed. John’s Gospel calls us today into the
same transforming relationship with Jesus that
Andrew experienced. In this simple scene Jesus calls
us to come, see and stay with Him.

The fourth Gospel is a carefully-composed
literary work. In Sunday’s Gospel passage the
evangelist uses the simple verbs hear, seek, come, see,
stay with, and find. These familiar verbs herald
theological themes that the Gospel elaborates over the
course of its narrative.

Jesus uses the words “Come and See” to invite
Andrew and his friend to get to know Him firsthand.
He invites the two to experience His conversation and

person, to see physically with their eyes what He’s
like.
