CLEANSE THE “TEMPLE” OF OUR HEARTS:  Two temples were cleansed when Jesus so vividly expressed 

righteous indignation at the state of affairs on the Temple Mount.  Of course the courtyard leading to the Holy of Holies—

the sacred space that is still honored as the “Temple of the Mount” by Jews, Muslims, and Christians — was cleansed of 

“marketers” who were distracting from the essential atmosphere of holiness.   

 The soul years for that serenity of place that Jesus restored.  The peaceful silence of a Church visit stirs the mind and 

lifts the heart to God. 

 But Scripture scholars remind us that Jesus’ dramatic actions cleansed a second “temple”.  This involved the hearts of 

ancient-day “scalpers” — the ones charging extra and taking advantage of the poor who approached the Temple to make 

their offering.  I have never liked the loud scalpers standing outside sports arenas, but this case is worse.  The least able to 

pay were over a barrel.  With rather strong action, Jesus cleansed the hearts of those greedy merchants so that the echo of 

God’s voice (their consciences) might prevail. 

 That echo of God’s voice in our hearts fits into today’s first reading from Exodus, describing the handing down of the 

Ten Commandments to Moses.  The stone tablets held laws already written on the hearts of all.  Good proof might be the 

Egyptian women who rescued baby Moses from the reeds earlier in the book of Exodus (2:1-10).  Long before the Ten 

Commandments were proclaimed, these women heard the echo of God’s voice in their hearts, and it moved them to save an 

innocent child.   

 As Lenten pilgrims yearning for conversion, we too long to hear this echo.  A quiet visit to a holy place might be just 

what we need to cleanse the “temple” of our hearts.

The mission theme is “Living as Missionary Disciples leads to Encountering Jesus...The Way, the Truth and the Life”. 

Please join us for the Mission presentations and the discussions as part of our 60th Anniversary celebration of God’s 

continuing blessing. Fr. Greg will preach at all Masses on the weekend of March 17-18, and the Parish Mission on March 

19, 20 & 21.  The morning Mission during those days will be at 9:15am and the evening Mission at 7:15pm.  Please join us 

for any or all of the Mission, and, of course, pray for the spiritual success of this year’s Parish Lenten Mission.   

 

FR. GREGORY P. ADOLF:  Fr. Greg was born in Cheyenne Wells, Colorado, in 1948, and raised in Phoenix, Arizona.  

He graduated from the University of Notre Dame in 1970 and from the Lutheran School of Theology-Chicago in 1974.  Fr. 

Greg was ordained to the Lutheran ministry in 1974 and served as a Lutheran parish pastor in Tucson, Arizona, for 15 years, 

during that time, Monsignor Cahalane invited him to lead Scripture studies and participate in parish workshops.  

 In 1987, he was invited by Monsignor Cahalane and Monsignor Carrillo to join them on a Sabbatical experience in 

Ireland. Through that time of discernment, Fr. Greg was led to enter the Church.  Following his reception into the Catholic 

Church in 1989, he did post-graduate study at St. Thomas Seminary in Denver. In 1991, he was ordained to the Priesthood 

for the Diocese of Tucson, and celebrated his First Mass at OMOS. 

 Fr. Greg Adolf is the pastor of St. Andrew the Apostle Catholic Church in Sierra Vista, Arizona.  Fr. Greg considers 

himself one of the “priest-sons” of OMOS and is always delighted to return to his “home Parish”! 

 

CATHOLIC BISHOPS CALL TO ACTION:  In the aftermath of the recent mass shooting, more than ever the Church 

and all people of good will must work together to confront the pervasive culture of violence.  The Church has been a 

consistent voice for the promotion of peace at home and around the world and a strong advocate for the reasonable 

regulation of firearms.  Christ’s mercy must guide us.  The Church recognizes that recourse to self-defense is legitimate but 

also that guns are simply too easily accessible.  The Vatican’s Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace, in their document, 

The International Arms Trade (2006), emphasized the importance of enacting concrete controls on handguns noting, 

“Limiting the purchase of such arms would certainly not infringe on the rights of anyone.”  It is not enough to only talk 

about peace.  Those who put mere profit over peacebuilding and are not thoughtful about how their products and innovation, 

which are plainly designed to wound and kill human beings, might contribute to unnecessary violence have much to account 

for.  Pope Francis tells us that “those who speak about peace while promoting war, for example through the sale of 

weapons, are hypocrites.  It is very simple.”  (Pope Francis June 8, 2015). 
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USCCB POSITION: The USCCB has also been a consistent advocate for peace and the prevention of gun and other forms 

of violence that strike at the life and dignity of persons.  In 1994, recalling the words of Pope Paul VI, “if you want peace, 

work for justice,” the U.S. bishops issued their pastoral message, Confronting a Culture of Violence:  A Catholic 

Framework for Action.    In their message the bishops stated, “We have an obligation to respond.  Violence — in our 

homes, our schools and streets, our nation and world — is destroying the lives, dignity and hopes of millions of our sisters 

and brothers.”  The USCCB was also a supporter of the Assault Weapons Ban initially passed in 1994 but which expired in 

2004.   

 In 2000, the U.S. bishops issued their pastoral statement, Responsibility, Rehabilitation, and Restoration:  A Catholic 

Perspective on Crime and Criminal Justice.  In the statement the bishops called for all people to work for a culture of life 

and to do more to end violence in our homes and to help victims break out of patterns of abuse.  In regard to gun violence 

prevention the bishops wrote, “We support measures that control the sale and use of firearms and make them safe 

(especially efforts that prevent their unsupervised use by children or anyone other than the owner), and we reiterate our call 

for sensible regulation of handguns.” 

 Action:  The USCCB will remain engaged in the public debate on gun violence prevention.  We call on Catholics and 

all people of good will to urge their Senators and Representatives to support policy and legislative measure that: a) promote 

mercy and peacebuilding in our communities by implementing reasonable regulations on firearms such as: Require 

universal background checks for all gun purchases; limit civilian access to high-capacity weapons and ammunition 

magazines; make gun trafficking a federal crime, and improve access to mental health care for those who may be prone to 

violence, b) Promote restorative justice by passing legislation to support important reentry programs that help people avoid 

re-offending, and c) Improve access to health care and treatment for those with addiction and mental health needs. 

 

SACRAMENT OF REPENTENCE:  I invite and encourage your participation in our Sacrament of Reconciliation/

Confession during any of the three weekly opportunities during Lent.  The call to deeper repentance is at the heart of our 

Lenten journey.  The core of the Sacrament of Reconciliation/Confession is repentance.  

 

DID YOU KNOW … What is a Scrutiny?  When we scrutinize something we look at it carefully, examining it thoroughly.  

The rites called The Scrutinies reflect this examination – today our RCIA group is participating in the 1st of 3 Scrutinies.  

This period of Scrutinies is a time of prayer and reflection.

John 4:5-42 

Year A: Reading for the First Scrutiny  

Woman at the Well 
 Because “living water” is such an important theme in today‘s Gospel, it is important to know that most of the water 

used in the Palestine of Jesus’ day came from cisterns, catchment tanks cut into the earth or rock to hold rain water for use 

during the dry season.  A rarer source was the kind of well that directly accessed an underground stream of running water.  

Because this water was constantly recharging the well, it was called “living water” in contrast to the relatively “dead” or 

stagnant water of cisterns. 

 When Jesus asks the woman for a drink, she rebuffs him by asking, “How can you, a Jew, ask me, a Samaritan woman, 

for a drink?”  Jesus answers, “If you knew the gift of God and who is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,’ you would have 

asked Him and He would have given you living water.”  Jesus explains that He is talking about a source of water welling up 

to eternal life.  (The Greek translation of “cistern” means “well,” and the only well in Shechem is spring-fed, even today.) 

 Jesus opens the Samaritan woman to a new perspective that goes beyond the narrow expectations about encountering 

God.  The “living water” offered by Jesus touches our deepest self.
