NEXT WEEK.. THE HOLY SEASON OF THE PASSION OF JESUS THE CHRIST: We are now coming into our most Holy

time of the year. Next Sunday, March 25th is Palm Sunday introducing our most Holy week of the year. Our Palm Sunday Mass
schedule will be identical to our regular weekend Mass cycle. On Palm Sunday evening next Sunday, the parish will have its
communal celebration of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Ten Reconciliation stations for the Sacrament will be available within

the church for the 7:30PM reception of the Sacrament. If we take Holy Week, especially the Triduum, out of our Church year, the

key reason for our being a Church or parish no longer exists and our reason for celebrating our Sabbath on Sunday would no longer

make sense. Our parish mission, during the next few days of our Lenten journey, prepares us for entry into our most Holy season.
