 In todayôs Gospel, we hear the missionary discourse.  

Jesus commissions twelve disciples to do what he had been 

doing ï healing and freeing people, bringing the kingdom 

of God into peopleôs lives.  Jesus instructs these 

missionaries to expect their lives to be no different from 

His.  These instructions come to us as sayings.  Many of 

these sayings anticipate that missionaries and disciples will 

experience the same conflict and persecution Jesus did.  

Jesus calls His disciples to a stunning boldness even in the 

face of persecution.  Three times in this part of His 

discourse He tells them not to be afraid. 

 The final sayings in todayôs Gospel sums up the rest.  

It turns on the principle of reciprocity.  Jesus will 

acknowledge us before God as we acknowledge Jesus 

before others.  This saying challenges us to be public 

witnesses of Jesusô healing and freeing love in our lives.
