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THIS SUNDAY’S GOSPEL...A REFLECTION:  In today’s Gospel, the landowner pays laborers equally at the end of the day 

even though some worked all day and others only the last hour of the day.  We take issue with this Gospel because it goes against 

our grain.  Why is it that we object so strongly to Jesus’ parable?  Here are some reasons.  We are not God so we don’t think like 

God.  In the first reading from Isaiah, God said, “My thoughts are not your thoughts nor are your ways my ways”.   

 We live in a society based on the merit system.  We can’t escape it.  It is in the air we breathe.  We are used to earning 

everything.  We get only what we deserve or earn.  The person who works harder deserves more.  Financially we apply our merit 

system to getting to heaven.  The more we apply our merit system to our salvation, the more we cheapen our redemption.  We 

reduce Jesus’ death to no purpose.  In summary, the more we believe in our own merits, the less we need Jesus.   

 When we start thinking as God thinks rather than being upset by this parable, we will be ecstatic with joy because this 

parable tells us that God loves us more than we can imagine and has saved us by the life, death and resurrection of Jesus.

Scripture Reflection  
Matthew 20:1-16, What are just wages in God’s vineyard? 

 
 Only Matthew tells Sunday’s parable, the first of three set 

in vineyards.  The prophets Isaiah and Jeremiah and Psalm 80 

imagine the people of Israel as God’s vineyard, a metaphor the 

Gospel writers apply to the Christian community.  Like vines 

that take root, grow, and become fruitful over many years, 

people and communities of faith live, change, and bear fruit 

 The hiring part of the Sunday’s parable values work in the 

vineyard over idleness in the marketplace.  When the 

householder pays the 11th-hour workers a full day’s wage, he 

reorients the parable. It is no longer about the wages workers 

deserve, but about the householder’s generosity and a Christian 

social order.  The vineyard owner has a pay scale all his own.  

He pays the full-day wage, the amount workers hoped to make 

each day, to those who don’t find work until the last hour.  In 

effect he shows a preferential option for the last for the poorest.  

We are invited to ponder who this employer really is.  The 

householder repeatedly seeks workers in the marketplace and 

cares enough about their well being to pay them all the living 

wage.  The householder doesn’t blame those standing idle in 

the marketplace for not getting a job earlier.  He models how 

the prosperous should treat the poor. 

 In Laudato Sí, his apostolic exhortation on care for our 

common home, Pope Francis stresses the common good, a 

Gospel-centered principle that together we must provide for 

and protect the poorest among us rather than allow them to face 

perils.  The social order in this vineyard is like a circle, in 

which no one has a place of privilege.  

***What would you say to the generous vineyard owner?  

When have you received more than you deserve?

MERCY OUTREACH – OUR VINCENTIANS:  Our parish is very blessed in having 48 active members in our parish St. Vincent de 

Paul group.  The members rotate their merciful loving service in our food pantry six mornings a week and some of them are available for 

home visitation.  Thanks to our entire parish community who sustain the merciful reach out of our St. Vincent de Paul members to those 

who are most needy.  At the 9:00 a.m. Mass this Sunday morning the active St. Vincent de Paul members present were commissioned 

for their loving service of mercy on behalf of our parish community.  The following is a biographical summary of St. Vincent de Paul, 

the founder of the Vincentians who lived from 1580 to 1660.  His feast day is this Wednesday, September 27th. 

 St. Vincent de Paul came to a turning point in midlife when he was summoned to hear the confession of a dying peasant.  He was 

struck as never before by the seriousness of his vocation and determined afterward that his priesthood would be dedicated to service of 

the poor.  His spirituality was based on the encounter of Christ in the needs of one’s neighbors.  As he instructed his priests and sisters, 

“The poor are your masters and you are their servants.”  He died on September 27, 1660 at the age of eighty.  He was later named patron 

of all charitable societies. 

 

SHARE THE JOURNEY:  Most of our families migrated to the United States from elsewhere. Many of us are second, third or fourth 

generation Americans and we may have lost track of the struggle of our relatives who left their home countries to migrate to the United 

States. Many of them left tragic and frightening situations. 

 Pope Francis, who from the beginning of his pontificate has shown a deep concern and compassion for refugees and migrants, has 

called all of us to participate in an initiative he titles, “Share the Journey”.  This effort to raise consciousness of the plight of refugees 

and migrants is to begin worldwide on Wednesday, September 27, 2017. Pope Francis has asked each diocese around the world to host 

events to help us understand better the journeys of refugees and migrants. In our diocese, Bishop Kicanas is inviting the community to 

an interfaith prayer service to be held on September 27, 2017 at St. Cyril Church, 4725 E. Pima St., Tucson beginning at 7:00 pm.  The 

prayer service will be an opportunity to hear the stories of refugees and migrants in our own community as we join them in prayer for 

their safety and wellbeing among us. 

 Please join us for this service. There will be other events occurring during the next few months including the inclusion of a 

refugee’s story in the November, December and January editions of the Catholic Outlook.
