OUR MOTHER OF SORROWS NOVENA DEVOTION:  Our Lady of Sorrows (Our Mother of Sorrows) is 

commemorated twice a year on the liturgical calendar, September 15th and the Friday before Palm Sunday.  Commemorating 

the sorrows of the Blessed Virgin Mary twice a year on the liturgical calendar demonstrates how important this devotion is.   

 Devotion to Our Mother of Sorrows dates back to the beginning of the Church.  The first example we have is St. John at 

the foot of the cross.  This devotion was enshrined in Church history by the Gospel story of St. John - ñNow there stood by the 

cross of Jesus, His motheréò  Though the devotion has always been part of Catholic piety, it was not until the 13th century 

that the devotion of meditating on the sorrows of Our Lady began to flourish much more.  On Good Friday in 1239, while 

meditating on our Lordôs Passion and Our Ladyôs sufferings, Our Lady appeared to the seven founders of the religious order 

of the servants of Mary, the Servites, and revealed to them her wish for them to form an order dedicated to, practicing and 

promoting the devotion to her sorrows.   

 Through the upcoming seven-day novena, we will be praying for the following gifts so apparent in the heart of Our 

Mother of Sorrowsé the gifts of a listening heart, contemplation, loving compassion, faithfulness, peace and humility.  

The prayer at the bottom of the page will be prayed each evening as a part of the novena and also prayed during the daily 

Masses from September 9th to September 15th. 

 

THE SEVEN SORROWS OF MARY STATIONSé SEPTEMBER 9TH TO SEPTEMBER 15TH:  At 7:15pm each 

evening from September 9th and concluding on the Feast Day of Our Mother of Sorrows on September 15th, a devotional 

prayer ritual around each of Maryôs stations of sorrow will be celebrated in the Church.  Each evening will focus on a 

particular sorrow of Mary.  It will be followed by silent prayer in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed on the main 

altar and conclude with Benediction each evening.   

 Parishionersô Petitions:  Parishioners who wish to have particular personal intentions included in the prayers during the 

seven stations devotions are asked to note their petitions on the special form in front of the statue of Mary to the left of the 

pulpit.
